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On the introduction of “Ease of doing business — Single window” Shri.
Bhuvanachandran, Scientist, NIC gave a power point presentation covering various aspects and
features of single window clearance mechanism being introduced with effect from 01.04.2016.
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Chair stated that Public Notice No. 03/2016 has been issued in this regard in
continuation to CBEC Circular 10/2016-CUS.He said that the benefits of Single Window
Scheme include ease of doing business, reduced costs, enhanced transparency, reduced
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duplicity and cost of compliance and optimal utilisation of resources. Single Window provides a
conimon platform to EXIM trade to meet requirements of all participating government agencies
such as Animal Quarantine, Plant Quarantine, Drug Controller and FSSAL. The chair also
assured to impart further training to the trade, one week after implementation of single window
project.

Point No. 4: Clearance of alcoholic beverages.
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Chair informed FSSAI that customs department had come across cases, involving

alcoholic beverages, where goods/products for which samples are not drawn in Kochi by
FSSAI are getting No Objection Certificate from FSSAI at JNCH, Nhava Sheva and ICD,
Tughlakabad, New Delhi. Chair also stated that some consignments of branded alcoholic
beverages imported through JNCH, Nhava Sheva and ICD, Tughlakabad, New Delhi get NOC
from FSSAI there and after that move under bond to Kochi for ex-bond clearance. When the
same brands are imported through Kochi FSSAI does not draw samples citing labeling
deficiencies. The chair requested the FSSAI officials to look into the matter and ensure
uniformity of approach all over the country.
