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On today the 13t of June 2018, an Afghan national was intercepted at
the Cochin International Airport while attempting to depart India to Dubai on
board Emirates Flight EK 533. The passenger was intercepted on suspicion
that he was improperly attempting to export foreign currency from India.
On detailed examination of the passenger baggage, foreign currencies
namely, US Dollars and Saudi Riyals totaling to a staggering Rs.10.86 crores

were recovered as concealed therein. The passenger is being subjected to
detailed interrogation and further investigation is in progress.
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The passenger had earlier arrived at Cochin on board Air India flight
AI933 and was offloaded at Cochin consequent to a technical snag developed
by the aircraft which was routed to fly from Delhi to Dubai en-route Cochin.

During the financial year 2017-18, the Air Customs, Cochin had :

booked 254 offence cases involving items such as foreign currency,

commercial goods and approximately 87 kilograms of gold. A total of
15,125 flights and 23,91,497 passengers were cleared during the period.

Duty, fine and penaity to the tune of Rs 2.3 crores, Rs 19.8 lakhs and Rs
6.21 lakhs respectively, were collected in respect of gold seizures alone. The

duty collected from items of import other than gold was Rs. 24.32 Crores.

Fine & penalty imposed in respect of these items stood at 19.7 lakhs and
17.23 lakhs respectively. The total Customs revenue collection during the

fiscal year 2017-18 stood at 27.24 Crores.
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During the 3 months of 2018-19, a total of 91 seizures resulted in
recovery of 21.24 kilograms of gold. The total value of gold seized stands at
6 crores and 5 persons have been arrested. Additionally, 10 kilograms of
gold in compound form have been recovered and recovery of gold there from
is in process.
